Some classrooms migletrto
adjust playground, snack or lunch time to accomn@tlzese additional activities and, if needed, beais will
revise their daily schedules to reflect the changBse biggest challenge for staff is applying suesn before all
outdoor activities and helping children change iotg of swimsuits for pool and water play. Youwrimw long
it takes to get one or two children ready for tls®lp imagine trying to do this with 10! If youritthuses the
pool in the morning, or has an early outdoor playgnd time, please apply sunscreen before leavingehbyou
can. Teachers will post a sunscreen chart on tha df the classroom, so that you can sign ofbif gid this
task before arriving for the day. Expect to gootigh a lot of sunscreen throughout the summer aneé An
extra bottle ready if the teacher notifies you thatir child’s sunscreen is getting low.

Speaking of the pool, I'd like to mention a few ireders about our swim program and how parents can
help us stay organized. All of us take the resihiitg of taking children into the pool very seusly and we
have developed a system to provide the most orgduaizd safe experience possible. Each child nieeoisng
in 1 swimsuit and 1 beach towel (2 of each if ychild is signed up for lessons), plus a pair ofevathoes which
will stay here. The suit and towel will be sentigoeach Thursday to be laundered. The water staresot be
sandals, flip flops, crocs or sneakers. Each pi@oh needs to be labeled your child’s name in pena
marker. We do not permit flotation devices sucimasr tubes, arm bands, kick boards or foam nmedke
children can easily lose their balance using thiégses and end up under water. Our goal is to teauldren to
maintain their footing on the bottom of the pootlatay upright which helps them to learn balancd eontrol
in the water. We have sent home swim packetsafdr eéhild who will be using the pool along with swiesson
information. We currently have a few spaces tefessons, so be sure to let us know if you wakedaldd your
child to our lesson groups. Our swim program willd on Thursday, July 2évith a synchronized swim
performance per classroom and our ever popular FaRicnic, which is on Friday, July 27.
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Each June we plan a special event to honor theefa at HRLC and this year we will be hosting
“Doughnuts with Dad” on the morning of June"1&om 7-9 a.m. All parents and children are indite join us
for special treats which will be set up in the frentry. After selecting your treats, parents take them to the
